Main Responsibilities:  Supervise lessons in the absence of teachers

Hours of Work: 8.15am – 3.00pm, term time only. 
 30 minute lunch break.  
  

Cover 
 

• Undertake lesson supervision in the event of staff absence  

• Supervise work that has been set by the teacher/department 

• Support pupils to undertake set activities as appropriate  

• Manage student’s behaviour in line with Queens’ policies, thus ensuring learning continues 
to take place  

• Work with individuals and groups to support expectations of acceptable personal and social 
behaviour and help to make this part of the learning experience 

• Promote the inclusion and acceptance of all students within the classroom  

 
Admin 
 
If cover permits: 

• To support departments / Pastoral Teams with administrative duties when not required to 
cover lessons 

 
Other 
 
If cover permits: 

• Supervise students on visits, trips and out of school activities as required

• The post holder will also work as part of the school support team and is occasionally 
expected to provide initial cover throughout the whole non-teaching area as necessary e.g. 
in the case of staff sickness 

• First aider
